CHILD DEVELOPMENT AND PARENTING COURSE SYLLABUS
Introduction


This Child Development and Parenting course is designed to understand the process of development and to recognize the satisfactions and responsibilities of parenting.  Through the course, it will emphasis that children of every age has needs and requires supervision and love by parents and/or others who maybe caring for the child.


The course has been divided into units of the child's various stages of life.  The student will obtain information about childcare for prenatal, infant, and toddler.  Studying the developments of physical, social, emotional and cognitive will cover each age.  It will also study the effects of interaction with people and the child's development.

Evaluation Methods and Procedures


Student's grade is the result of individual efforts over the grading period.  A grade will be the result of the percentage of total possible points accumulated during that period of time.  Total possible points will be collected from the following means:


a.  written assignments (worksheets, simulation activities)


b.  assessments (approximately one at the end of each unit)


c.  projects (carrying a simulated baby)

Points will be totaled and the percentage determined.  The grade scale in the Student Handbook will determine the grade.  Extra credit may be issued occasionally and is available for all students to complete.

Students need to keep a grade log and check periodically with instructor.  
Explanation of Projects


This course is designed to use a wide variety of learning experiences.  The student will be required to read, discuss and complete several activities during each unit.  He/she will participate individually in small group activities in reaching the objectives set for this course.  The student will complete an exercise to make him/her become aware of the financial aspect in obtaining supplies before the baby arrives, such as furniture, clothing and other supplies needed.  Another project will be the completing the parenting project by which you will care for a simulated baby.  A daily log and accepting full responsibility by seeing proper care in administered during this time.

Policy for Make-up Work


Student's make-up is the responsibility of the student to check with a classmate or the instructor.  All homework is due on the assigned date unless absent then on the day you return.
