IPAD Rules


1. Daily use- iPad must lay flat ALWAYS.

2. We will be using the iPad when it is relative to the FACS Curriculum.

The iPad will be used as a learning tool—primarily for downloading

or viewing documents, taking notes during class, practicing reading

comprehension which is a school wide goal, research & project purposes, etc.

3. There shall be NO game-playing/social networking/any variation EVER allowed

in FACS  class….this includes taking pictures, unless approved by teacher,

facetime, etc. Student must also ask permission before playing a game or

listening to music etc.—never assume it’s acceptable.

4. If a student is caught using the iPAD for an activity that does not fit the daily

agenda, that student will lose permission to use his/her PAD in this class for

one school week and must do any assignments from home. Further discipline

will occur if it happens again.

Homework

If homework can be done on the iPAD, then the same policies are in effect. Turn

in all assignments ON TIME.

As you work during class, the iPAD must remain FLAT on your desk at all times

so your instructor can monitor the assignment.

No “chatting” or “instant messaging” is allowed at any time during class. If you

are caught, your iPAD privileges will be restricted and a disciplinary referral will

follow.

Cheating/Plagiarism: Do NOT use the technology for academic dishonesty. Not

only will all parties involved be punished with an automatic ZERO on the

assignment, but also students will receive In-School Suspension, etc. (see student

handbook for details).

Quiz/Test-taking

On test or quiz dates, the teacher will decide if the iPad will be allowed or not.

When class begins, and there is a scheduled test or quiz, or unless otherwise

instructed by your teacher, students will carefully place their iPads under the desk.

Students will take their exams/tests/ quizzes for the hour allowed.

iPads will not be re-administered until 5 minutes for PE and 2 minutes for Health

hour concludes. This eliminates the risk of students rushing through exams,

not doing quality work and others picking up iPad….during PE classes.

Turning-in Assignments with the iPad

If you should ever have to submit an assignment via email, you MUST submit as

follows:

First and Last Name, Period #, Assignment Name, Class Name

Example: Joe Cool, Period 1, “I Messages” Chapter Three, FACS

Failure to title the subject as suggested will result in an automatic ZERO on the

assignment.

Repeated failure of this procedure will result in disciplinary action.

Note: the time and date will be tagged with the email—so I will know whether or not it is

late.

Most frequently, North White teachers will use email for turning in assignments.

E-books/ iBooks

According to the North White iPad guidelines, students are allowed to use the iPad for

SSR on Wednesdays, or reading time in the Library, etc.

However, if you are “pretending” to read, when you are actually using your iPad for

another activity, consequences will occur.

Emailing for homework help

Now that you have an iPad, it may be easier to contact teachers for homework problems.

However, there is no guarantee that an instructor will check and respond to your email

during after-school hours. Please make sure you continue to use class time effectively.
